The Lottery saga continues

Never a dull moment at the South African National Lottery! Following yet another office move, we phoned their call centre to ask their new physical address, only to be told, “I don’t know, it’s in Hatfield opposite a shop”. Then there was the dismissal of a group of staff members for disagreeing with the CEO’s management style. Don’t forget the sit-in by people from arts and cultural organisations that had been promised donations – in writing – but were still waiting. And then there was the report of bonuses paid to Lottery staff. And now the official opposition, The Democratic Alliance, won’t let go. Thank goodness. The NPO sector needs a champion at the highest level. The DA has asked the Minister of Trade and Industry to conduct an inquiry into the issues and problems besetting the Lottery. Janet Semple, the DA spokesperson on Social Development said, “The DA has written to the Minister of Trade and Industry, Mandisi Mpahlwa to renew our call for an independent inquiry into the National Lotteries Board. It is unfortunate that while the institutions which serve the poor, hungry and abandoned are fighting desperately to have millions owed to them paid over, the responsible Minister has his head in the sand. We desperately need to resolve the crisis in the Lottery, and the DA will not let this matter go until action is taken.”
Following a call by the DA earlier this year for charities to come forward if they were experiencing problems obtaining funds from the Lotto, The DA was inundated with complaints, with charities claiming phones are never answered, documents are regularly lost and there are inordinate delays in making payments. Some NPOs reported that they had been waiting years for money that they had been promised. 

“The DA is delighted that, after raising this issue in public, a number of the charities who had complained to us did in fact receive substantial payments owed. Unfortunately, however, the fundamental problems are still being ignored. We cannot have a situation where charities only receive payments when they go to the press. For the past few months the DA has been attempting to get a meaningful answer from the institutions involved in distributing Lottery funds as to where the problems are, but the various parties involved – in particular the distributing agencies, which decide on allocations, and the National Lotteries Board, which actually makes the payments – are simply passing the buck back and forth, with the result that the same problems continue. The Minister, who holds a crucially important portfolio, has shown little of the zeal and drive that is required to make things happen. Last year, the DA called for his salary to be reduced to one cent after identifying seven major failures, including the bungled awarding of the National Lottery licence in the first place, failing to produce a national industrial policy framework, and inaction and incapacity in the international trade arena. By taking on the problems affecting the Lotto, he could show that he does in fact have the necessary leadership skills to do his job,” said Semple. 
Despite moneys being distributed, one would really have thought that after all these years, the Lottery would have streamlined its process and be focused on its true mandate – to act as a conduct for the ‘good causes’ funding, as determined by the Lotteries Act, being distributed to the organisations who serve those in need – efficiently. Having people working 40 hours a week in full time jobs in decision making capacities in the Distribution Agencies and not part timers putting in only a few days a month, would certainly be a start…
